Leinster Hockey Rule Amendment

STICK NOT ABOVE SHOULDER HEIGHT
Please note the below rule amendment as it comes into effect immediately… 

Rule 9.7: “Players must not play the ball with any part of their stick when the ball is above shoulder height except that defenders are permitted to use the stick to stop or deflect a shot at goal at any height”. 

Guidelines: All umpires are advised not to be lenient with this rule in future. Previous advice to umpires was to allow play to continue if a player collected an aerial ball with their stick slightly above horizontal at shoulder height provided the action was not dangerous. This no longer applies with immediate effect.
